Where are our Healing Angels?  
Excerpts from Cantor Hickmanôs Sermon delivered Rosh Hashanna Eve 5772 

 

 Shana Tovah dear friends, it is the beginning of another year, 5772.  This past year was a 
year of great upheaval in our world, our country and many of our lives.  All throughout this year 
questions haunted me as I dealt with a number of my own issues.  My issues are yours for we in-
deed are all part of humanity and end up one way or another experiencing the tragedies and joys 
of life.  
  It is the questions that haunt me on this holy night.  What does it mean to be a Jew?  
Why does God allow evil in this world?  If we are Reform Jews how do we choose the mitzvoth to

Where is God? Why keep studying our Torah over and over again, year after year? What do I do 
about my broken heart?

Otherwise Juda-
ism would no longer be believable.   
 That was centuries ago.  We need a new guide for today.  Our world is so much the same

First and foremost, as tonight we usher in these next 10 days of Repentance,  I want to 
address the need so many of us have for healing from a year fraught with  such difficulties for so

sent to stop Abraham and a ram is provided instead of Isaac for the sacrifice.  In the portion we 
are told Abraham comes down from the mountain alone.  Where is Isaac?  What did he do?  Our 
Rabbis teach in the Midrash that the angels came and took Isaac to heal him.

world that has gone topsy-turvy have left many of us reeling.  We may even question God, per-
haps even get very angry at a God who we think has caused the suffering.  We too need healing. 
But where are our healing angels? 

Healing is an important part of Jewish tradition.  In the prayer for health, the Mi Shebei-
rach, we ask for refuat haguf - healing of body and refuat hanefesh - healing of soul - ǊŜŦǳŀƘ ǎƘΩƭŜπ
mah - complete healing. We are reminded that the body is the Temple of the soul and when the 
soul is sick, the body suffers.

strudel on the condition that you told me.  Gutenu, oh my God, such stories!  No one qualified for my strudel.  I never knew that 
my neighbors had so many problems.  I told people of my woes as well and felt much better.  Now, I have made a fresh strudel

 Sharing our stories can lighten our burdens and giving and receiving strudel is creating heaven on earth!    
So, nu?  Where are the angels?   
I believe our angels are right here in this room some perhaps with strudel under their seats!    I know they are all 

around us ς I have firsthand knowledge.  I was showered with love and support during the time of my Sheloshim after losing 
my mom. Yes, like many of you I have lost this year.  My heart was broken in two when I lost my beloved Mother.  I wildly 
searched for anything that could bring healing to my aching soul.  I remember for months I was tortured by images of her in 
the hospital.  Did I do everything I could to help her, to save her?  I railed at God and went through all the stages of grief, de-
nial, bargaining, anger, depression and finally acceptance and not always in that order.   It has taken me these many months to 
work through this and I pray when I go up to New York in November for her unveiling I will be able to stand at her grave and 
know in the very soul of my being that she is with God and that I will carry her heart with me always.  I never could have got-
ten through this time without the support and love of this community.  That is what brought me healing.   

To compound my problems this year I realized that I had to have back surgery.  I have joined the ranks of so many of 
you who have had surgery as well this year ς we are a bionic congregation.  The pain I had been experiencing all year was 
really cramping my style and the good doctors offered a way to heal it.  Modern medicine healed it, but I know it was much 
more than that. It was the combination of the force of doctors and medicine and faith and prayer.  The wisdom of our ancient 
Rabbis links medicine with faith: 

From the Wisdom of Ben Sira, a great writer and scribe who lived in the second century BCE who taughtΥ  ά5ƻ ƴƻǘ ƎƛǾŜ 
yourself over to sorrow or distress yourself deliberately. A merry heart keeps a person alive, and joy lengthens his span of days.

 Patients with a deep religious affiliation had faster recoveries after surgery and needed less pain medication. Surveys 

tell us that people who come to church or synagogue to pray on a regular basis live longer. In general, there was found to be a 
connection between faith and personal happiness. 

Judaism and science both tell us we thrive in close, supportive relationships, in community. The synagogue is called a 
Beit Hakeneset, a house of gathering. We pray with a minyan. Even when we might prefer solitude, Judaism requires the pres-
ence of others. Even when we are angry at God, disillusioned by life, disconnected from others, there is a place where we be-
long, where others will keep the faith for us until we are ready to embrace it once again. 

After the death of one great rabbi, it was said, if there was someone with whom he could have talked, he would still 
have been alive. So Judaism requires the mitzvah of Bikhur Holim - visiting the sick as a sacred obligation. Maimonides taught,

  I know that the loving attention of this congregation helped me to reach this day where I could stand before you 
pain free and feel the joy of the holidays. From every trial came an angel or many angels to hold me up ς to support me ς to 
teach me that to receive is almost as wonderful as giving.   

There is a concept in Judaism called Hitlavut Ruchanit:  Spiritual Accompanying.  We walk along with our friends, 
loved ones and congregants in the course of their journeys through suffering, illness, change and joy.  That is what a commu-
nity can mean to each other.  And I truly believe that that is exactly what our Temple Community has become.   It brings such 
joy to my heart when I hear of the committee of folks that Irene Abramowitz organized who have taken it upon themselves to 
call all the people in the congregation on a regular basis to see how they are doing and let them know their Temple family is 
thinking of them.  Or how about the group of cooks organized by Sam Bronstein, who provide dinners for the people who have 
lost loved ones.  I received some of those dinners and they definitely brought me healing.

In the term Hitlavut Ruchanit, spiritual accompanying,  the root is lamed, vav, hey, Leevah, and is used in biblical and rabbinic

scribed as Leevah, accompanying people as they go on their path.  As Rabbi Dayle Friedman, the editor of the most excellent 
Handbook for Jewish Pastoral Care, teaches, the Talmud tells us that there are two angels who accompany a person all the 
days of his or her life.  In Numbers Rabbah it describes God as lovingly accompanying Israel through the clouds of glory that

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guide Israel even after the sin of the Golden Calf. Leevah is the verb used to describe the mitzvah of accompanying the dead 
through burial and funeral.  This verb is used in the reflexive which means a person involving him or herself in the journey with 
the other or better yet, God accompanying us.  Yes, God accompanies us as well.    

Prayer and ritual are also tools for healing. The Avot was composed by the sages of the Great Assembly as a medita-
tion for the masses.  The very end of it is aŜƭŜŎƘΣ hȊŜǊΣ ǳΩaƻǎƘƛŀƘΣ ǳΩaŀƎŜƴ.  It tells us that God is King, Healer, Savior and a 
Shield.  When I chant this at services I imagine these four aspects of God surrounding me, very close to me ς protecting me.  
This is what prayer can do for us if we let the words and melodies into our hearts.  In the quiet refocus of our attention, we 
allow our minds and bodies to repair themselves. Science documents that meditation can be shown to decrease metabolism, 
lower blood pressure and heart rate, decrease muscle tension and the rate of breathing. We can tune out the world and letting 
the stress melt away as we become involved in the soft rhythm of the ancient prayers, prayers that have been helping people 
through every age cope with their world.  If fear can harm us, faith can heal. The Hebrew word for soul - nefesh - also comes 
from the word which means "breath". So we read in Genesis - "In six days God made heaven and earth and on the seventh day 
God "shavat vayinafash" - ceased work and breathed a new soul into the world. The breath of Shabbat is one of our healing 
angels. 

For healing, Judaism counsels also tzedaka - repairing the world through acts of kindness. Illness can leave us feeling 
out of control of our lives.  But there are so many ways we can contribute to the good of others even given our circumstances.   
It was only after my Mom died that I discovered that she gave to many, many charities ς little bits - $5.00 here  $5.00 there ς 
her favorite ones received the traditional $18.00.  My household budget is very strained these days but somehow I know I can 
find the $5.00 to help a child, a Rainforest, the Cancer ridden, and my beloved Israel.  By contributing to the good of others, 
the repair of the world (tikkun olam) we regain control, we repair our souls (tikkun hanefesh). 

The Hebrew word for "sick" is choleh which comes from the word which means emptiness. "Healthy", bari comes from the word, 
"to create". Creating - through tzedaka, generosity to others, teshuvah, reconciliation with others, and tefilah, reconciliation with God and 

oneself are therapies for the soul ς angels of healing. That is what we affirm in the Unetane Tokef prayer ς ¢ŜǎƘǳǾŀƘΣ ǳΩǘŜŦƛƭŀƘ 
ǳΩǘȊŜŘŀƪŀ ƳŀŀǾŜǊƛƴ Ŝǘ Ǌƻ-a hagezerah. Reconciliation, prayer, giving to others can annul the severity of the decree, can change 
our lives. They may not cure us, but they can make us whole, at peace.  

But when all is said and done it is the little things that occur everyday that make a difference in the quality of our 
lives. Jewish teaching counsels us to recite one hundred blessings a day τ over a piece of warm bread, a rainbow, a new fruit, 
a beautiful tree, a wise person. We are to pause and delight in daily miracles. It is good for our souls. 

I leave you with a story about the famous violinist Itzhak Perlman to help you to understand. 
As you know, Itzhak Perlman suffered polio as a child and has braces on both legs and walks with two crutches. To see 

him cross the stage is both painful and slow, but somehow heroic and majestic at the same time. At one concert he came out 
center stage. He took his seat and reaching down he unhinged the clasps that were on his leg and, tucking one leg back and 
extending the other, he took his violin in hand, laying his crutches on the floor. He began to play. No sooner had he started 
playing than one of those marvelous strings broke on his instrument. The audience heard it. It went off like gunfire across the 
room. There was no mistaking what it meant. There was equally no mistaking what he had to do.

When he 
finished, there was extraordinary, awesome, awe-inspiring applause and accolades from the audience. People were on their 
feet screaming and yelling and doing everything they could to say how much they appreciated what he had done. He quieted 
the audience down and said, "It is my genius as well as my heart to make music with what remains." (Adapted from Rabbi
